Subject: Report of the violation of the Company’s financial statements. 

With reference to the financial statements for the year ended on 31/12/2022, and submitted to the 

ministry on 05/05/2023 on the auditor’s report regarding the violations recorded in the report against the 

Company in accordance with the provisions of companies Law No. 1 of the year 2016 and its executive 

regulations are as follows: 

1) The ministry has reservations based on the auditor’s reservation. 

 

Please note that the Ministry will follow the following legal procedures in the event of not dealing with 

it during the next year, in several stages: 

First stage: The ministry shall submit a report of these to the general assembly of the shareholders. 

Second stage: Invite the general assembly to consider these violations in accordance with the provisions 

of article (297) of the commercial companies law, in the event of non-response to correcting the violations 

and then inform the competent authorities of these violations – each in his own jurisdiction. 

Third stage: shall be punished with a fine of not less than five thousand dinars and not more than fifty 

thousand Kuwaiti dinars shall be imposed on the company that refuses to correct the violations 

mentioned in the ministry’s report in accordance with the provisions of article (305) of the Companies 

law. 

Warning: If there are any observations on the violations mentioned above, they will be discussed with the 

researcher within 15 days only from the date of receiving the violations. 

Note that the ministry holds you responsible for reading the violations report before the general assembly 

and recording it in the minutes of the Company’s meeting submitted to the ministry.
